HOLIDAY ACTIVITY AND FOOD (HAF) PROGRAMME 

Nottinghamshire County Council will launch the 2024 Holiday Activities and Food programme (HAF) on Monday 11th March, ready first the first delivery period in Easter.

HAF is the Department for Education funded programme offering FUNDED activities and food for children receiving benefits related free school meals. These programmes run during the following school holidays: spring (Easter), summer, autumn (October) and Christmas holidays. 

Children aged between 5 – 16 years (Reception aged 4 and year 11 inclusive) in receipt of benefits related free school meals are eligible for free holiday activities and food. This is not a food voucher scheme; all activities happen face to face.

Families with eligible children will need to use their unique HAF code when booking onto holiday clubs, this is taken at point of booking and is the same unique code that was distributed in 2023. Schools that use the Synergy system can also download a SAM report for all HAF codes linked to eligible children.
